(c) costs of contractual research, knowledge and patents bought or licensed from outside sources at arm's length
conditions, as well as costs of consultancy and equivalent services used exclusively for the project.

(d) additional general costs and other operating expenses, including costs of materials, supplies, travel expenses,
organization of meetings, dissemination/publicity costs, audit costs, incurred directly as a result of the project
implementation.

(e) indirect costs = flat rate 15% of gross personnel costs including VAT = 15%. Indirect costs are eligible for all legal
entities and include costs that do not incur directly as a result of the project implementation (e. g. administrative
and management costs, utility costs).

- Note: -Please bear in mind that scientific management costs are eligible under category (a) whereas administrative
and financial/legal management costs fall under eligible categories (e) or (d)-audit costs only.
